Applicants must be enrolled by the fall of 2009 in an accredited college, university,
community college or trade school and must have applied to this school by the date
of the scholarship application.

Applicants must have a minimum GPA of 3.3.

Applicants must reside in Almaden Valley, within the 95120 zip code.

Each applicant must complete and submit the entire application as follows:

o Application.

o School activities and community service.

o Two letters of recommendation. It is strongly suggested that one letter be
from a school official and one from a community service organization.

o An official copy of your high school transcript, including fall 2008 classes.
o A personal essay. (See application form for content requirements.)

Applicants must be willing to allow the ALMADEN VALLEY WOMEN'’S CLUB to use their
names and photographs for publicity.
